1. The library in the Dept of Studies in History consists of 7,000 Books plus 1000 gifted 
books. It is designed to meet the information needs of students. The library in the 
department stocked with books, periodicals, National and International Journals in total 
covering all aspects of academics and research materials. Our library includes National, 
International, Regional Newspapers which helps our students to know the day to day 
issues. Library/Reading Hall with Modern technique, Almirahs, Xerox Machine, Fax, 
telephone, computer with internet facilities will be provided for the students and teachers. 

 

2. The department is research oriented for this purpose seminars are essential to improve 
the personality of the students and research scholars of the department seminars are 
conducted every week for the benefit of the students. It is necessary to make progress on 
historical studies and research. Therefore it is necessary to have a big seminar hall with 
LCD facilities, seminar hall which accommodates 250 students, faculty members and 
research scholars.   

 

3. Modern studies requires the application of computers and internet. To provide these 
facilities, a computer lab with a minimum of 15 computers along with the accessories, a 
computer lab will be established for the students, research scholars and faculty.

5. The existing number of students 150+90 research plus 20 M.Phil students, and we are 
running 4 courses it is necessary to have class rooms and staff rooms which are 
insufficient, an attempt will be made to improve the classrooms and staff room.  

 

6. Department of History came into existence in the year 1894, by 2014 History department 
is completing 125 years, history department has to sequeetennial celebration, for the 
whole year of 2014. We will be celebrating seqeetennial of the department by conducting 
seminars/ conferences/ workshops/ symposium and exhibition.  

 

7. We are planning to conduct thematically seminars twice a year in the department and 
also to publish the research papers presented in the seminars.

It is the dream- child of  Kuvempu infact 
it is world wide known as first of its kind Museum Complex in South-East-Asia. The great  
souls who are very much responsible for its establishment are, our National Poet 
Kuvempu (K.V.Puttappa), D.Javaregowda(Dejagou), Ha-Ma Nayak, J.S.Paramashivaiah 
and the former Curator P.R.Thippeswamy who is the architect of this Museum and also 
U.S.Ramanna the Recent former Curator, with the effort of all of them, the Museum 
Complex  concept  was born and broughtup. 
           

      With the Governance of our Honourable Vice-Chancellor and the Registrar of 
University of Mysore, the museum is well maintained and managed till today. The 
Honorary Director and the four Technical scholars, Three helpers, one temporary typist 
cum clerk, three house keepers, and  security  (only outside Museum) every one of them 
are well guarding and maintaining the in and around Museum Complex and are always 
praised. the Visitor’s comments in the Visitor’s Ledger. Altogether Cleaning, safeguarding, 
and security work are going on  smooth line here. 
         
 

      The each artifact that are exhibited  in the Museum are worth of mentioning for their 
Cultural, Literal, Religious, Political and Social values.
