PREAMBLE:

The University of Mysore (UOM) is recognized as Institution of Excellence (I0OE) and
University of Potential for Excellence (UPE) by the Government of India (2008) and announced
as a Model University by the Government of Karnataka (2009), has been in the forefront in
promoting the cause of Higher education since 1916. Commensurate with the times and taking
into account the challenges the age of globalization and knowledge-societies pose, UOM is
aware of the urgent need to move to interdisciplinary and multi-disciplinary studies in the
technical and professional course. The University of Mysore has initiated to offer a blend of
various industry driven courses in the engineering stream, under the faculty of Engineering under
fully self-financing scheme.

To bring this setup within the provisions of the Act, the University Authorities have decided to
frame Statutes for the establishment of the Mysore University School of Engineering. This
school shall be located on the Manasagangotri Campus. The university shall not seek financial
assistance from the State Government and the School shall be fully self-financed.

UoM, Mysuru was established in 1916 by His Highness Nalwadi
Krishnaraja Wadiyar, the then Maharaja of Mysore. In the 1950s,
the Jayalakshmi Vilas Mansion (hereinafter referred to as “JVM”)
and the surrounding land was acquired by the UoM through an
initiative taken by the then Vice Chancellor Dr. Kuvempu from His
Highness Jayachamarajendra Wadiyar Bahadhur, the then
Maharaja of Mysore, to start the Manasagangothri campus of UoM.
Initially, the Jayalakshmi Vilas Mansion housed the administration
block, the archaeology and anthropology departments in the East and
West wings of the building. The ground floor of the East Wing of the
JVM was used as an Anthropology Museum. Once the UoM added
new buildings within the campus, the above departments housed in
the JVM were shifted out of it. In 2001, the JVM was converted into
a Folklore Museum, and it opened its doors for the public. However
due to growing structural concerns and the partial collapse of the
first-floor roof in the West Wing of the JVM in 2017 made the
building unsafe for visitor movement and it was closed to the public

since then.

Based on the long experience and expertise in the conservation and
restoration of structures in India, the UoM through a letter dated
June 21, 2021, invited DHFT to prepare a comprehensive proposal for

the conservation, restoration and preservation of the JVM building
and its valuable collections along with raising funds from public and
private sector including CSR funds. In the past, DHFI has

d. Jayalakshmi Vilas Mansion (JVM]. is a building of architectural importance in
Mysuru, Karnataka, located on the University campus and is owned by the
University. JVM was constructed in the early 20th century by the royal family of
Mysuru. JVM currently houses a museum of important collections of artifacts,
including paintings, sculptures, and textiles etc. The Karnataka government

_ classifies it as a heritage structure.

e. JVM is currently in a state of disrepair and requires restoration and preservation
as a'heritage structure. The University has approached DHFI to assist in the
preservation of the Jayalakshmi Vilas Mansion (“JVM”) and its collection within
JVM. DHFI has proposed a holistic vision to restore the JVM, and its collections

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and also to develop an outward-looking museum that is accessible to all
(hereinafter referred to as the “Project”) and HBSF has agreed to fund the Project
by providing a grant of Rs. 30 Crores to DHFI for the execution of the Project. The
Parties have jointly decided to collaborate on this Project in the manner defined
below.

h. DHFI had obtained a prior grant for architectural restoration of the west wing of
JVM from the American Fund for Cultural Preservation (AFCP). The details of the
AFCP grant are given in Annexure A. It is clarified that there is no averlap
between this Project and activities undertaken under the AFCP grant. Similarly,
the University categorically assures that there is no other prior encumbrance or
agreement pertaining to JVM that has any bearing on the project.

1. The Parties recognize that each of the Parties have a role in the execution of the
Project and have therefore agreed upon the following terms and conditions of this
Agreement.
