Pursuant to the decision of the Syndicate at its meeting held on 03—09;2021, the
University Circular vide under ref. (1) above, pertaining to the norms for appointing the
Chairperson of the Department of Studies is modified as follows ;

*kkk
1. The rotation of Chairmanship shall be from among permanent teachers in the concerned

department of studies.

2-. The appointment of Chairperson shall be from among the permanent teaching faculty
Comprising of Professors and Associate Professors of the department based on seniority.
The teacher who is going to be appointed as chairperson shall be the member of the
department council of the concerned department of studies.

3. Where there is no Professor the rotation will be from among the Associate Professors in the
department based on seniority and such Associate Professor should have possessed doctoral
degree.

4. Where there are neither Professor, nor Associate Professor in the department, chairmanship
shall rotate among the Assistant Professors. In case where there is no permanent teacher in
the department syndicate will appoint the concerned Dean of the faculty as chairperson.

5. No person appointed as chairperson shall decline the offer. In Extraordinary circumstances,
the syndicate shall consider the request. In such cases the teacher concerned shall be
appointed as chairperson only after the end ~of the full rotation among the

Professor/Associate Professor on roll on the day.

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6. However, if the person appointed as a chairperson, is on Sabbatical leave or any other

academic assignment by the university and declines the chairmanship due to this reason,

he/she shall get his/her turn during the next immediate tenure.

7. The appointment of Director of the Post Graduate Centre shall be from among the
Professors and Associate Professors based on seniority irrespective of the subject of Studies
n the concerned Post Graduate Centre on the basis of seniority on rotation for a-period of

2 years.

(1) above, pertaining to the norms for appointing the
Chairperson of the Department of Studies i1s modified as follows ;

1. The rotation of Chairmanship shall be from among permanent teachers in the concerned

department of studies.

2. The appointment of Chairperson shall be from among the permanent teaching faculty
Comprising of Professors and Associate Professors of the department based on seniority.
The teacher who is going to be appointed as chairperson shall be the member of the

department council of the concerned department of studies.

3. Where there is no Professor the rotation will be from among the Associate Professors in the
department based on seniority and such Associate Professor should have possessed doctoral
degree.

4. Where there are neither Professor, nor Associate Professor in the department, chairmanship
shall rotate among the Assistant Professors. In case where there is no permanent teacher in

the department syndicate will appoint the concerned Dean of the faculty as chairperson.

5. No person appointed as chairperson shall decline the offer. In Extraordinary circumstances,
the syndicate shall consider the request. In such cases the teacher concerned shall be
appointed as chairperson only after the end of the full rotation among the
Professor/Associate Professor on roll on the day.

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6. However, if the person appointed as a chairperson, is on Sabbatical leave or any other

academic assignment by the university and declines the chairmanship due to this reason,

he/she shall get his/her turn during the next immediate tenure.
