CDC is a policy-making body that engages with proper planning and integrated development of colleges.

It also evaluates and assesses the impact of
UGC grants utilized by colleges, granting affiliation to colleges according to University statutes as per UGC
regulations, granting autonomy to colleges, encouraging colleges in getting Colleges with Potential for Excellence
(CPE) status, approving the appointment of Teachers and Principals of private colleges, collecting and maintaining
statistics pertaining to colleges and courses, assisting colleges in getting UGC grants and FDP's, promoting
vocational and job-oriented courses in colleges, assisting colleges in all academic, administrative and infrastructural
development, and encouraging colleges in their assessment and accreditation by NAAC.
