Until 2015, the Department of Studies in Public Administration was
amalgamated with the Department of Studies in Political Science.
Although the M.A programme in Public Administration started much earlier in the year 2010, it became an
independent department only after 2015. Initially the M.A. course in Public administration was offered undeer self-finance scheme,
the latter was given up in accordance with the inclusive policy of the University. At present, the Department follows the Flexible
Choice Based Credit System (FCBCS) for the MA course.

Prof. Dayananda Mane, Prof.Mahadev and, Prof.N.M.Talwar headed the department from the date of its inception until July 2021.
Prof. Muzaffar Assadi, current Dean, Faculty of Arts and Chairperson of the department of Studies in Political Science heads the
department now.

The department offered the M.Phil programme earlier. But it was discontinued, following the general policy of the University. This
department offers the opportunity to work with recognized guides for a PhD in various fields like Social Movements,
