When NSS was introduced in the University of Mysore for the first
time it was entrusted to the Office of the Dean of Student Welfare,
Prof. UK. Subbarayachar, the Dean as well as the Honorary
Director of NSS who gave a broad framework by framing a 20 page
guidelines. They clearly stated the model inter collegiate, district
level camps and started training of NSS Officers long before the
Government of India thought of Training Centers(TOC).
