With reference to the above subject, we, the Saanthvana Trust,
a Non-profitable Organisation, (copy enclosed) based in
Mysuru, hereby introduce ourselves as follows:

1) Originally, our umbrella organisation, AIKMCC is doing
charitable work across the country in the field of Physical
and Mental care, rehabilitation, pailiative care, running
oldage homes, orphanages for the last 3 decades including
Bangalore, Mysore and other cities of Karnataka.

Under AIKMCC, in order to take care of the above activities,I
Bangalore and My'sore Chapter has started independent
organisation called SHIHAB THANGAL CENTRE FOR
HUMANITY and it is doing above activities for last decade or
S0.

2) Similarly, in Mysore the Saanthvana Trust is doing the
above services like Physical and Mental care, rehabilitation,
palliative and ambulance services to shift the patients to the
hospital and other places. As of now, the Trust is treating 81
patients through home visits. This service started in 2020
itself. To expand these activities in Mysore, the Trust is
proposing to set up the full pledged Rehabilitation clinic and
Therapy centre.

3) As of now. the All India Institute of Speech and Hearing,

(AIISH) is doing yeoman service in the field of physical

disability, mental disability and the speech and hearing

disability field, especially for the children. Due to the heavy

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the patient requires it.

Most of the cases requires treatment for a period of 6 months to 1-2 years. But as there are

large number of patients, AIISH is giving one or two sessions of treatment per week.

The Saanthvana Trust wants to do the supplementary sessions of treatment to such
patients by setting up of the treatment/therapy centres, in the vicinity of AIISH. We tried to
identify available land/location for setting up such centres. But all the land near to the AIISH
belongs to either University of Mysore or the Regional Institute of Education or the SICE.

4) So, we didn’t get any private land for setting up the Rehabilitation Centre.
The Saanthvana Trust has following objectives while setting up its Rehabilitation
Centre.

a. The Trust wants to do the Rehabilitation, treatment and therapy for the mentally and
physically challenged patients for all — irrespective of caste, creed, religion, language
and region.

b. Entire treatment will be free of cost i.e. no fee will be charged from the any of the
patients

c. The entire cost of setting up of clinic will be borne by the Trust itself and i.e. no
financial assistance will be sought from the any of the Government organisations
including University of Mysore or from AIISH.

d. The clinic will be a “Day Care Centre” and no inpatients.
5) On visiting areas/building near the AIISH, we found that

a. Number of residential quarters belonging to university of mysore designated for
various faculties are lying vacant.

b. Most of the quarters are vacant for long time resulting in growth of weeds and
jungles.

c. We presume that, due to non-use of quarters for a long time, internal repairs and the
maintenance works also required in the building.

d. Some of the quarters we saw from outside are along with the compound of AIISH.
i.e. R-3, R-4 and R-7 etc.

6) So, we request you to allot any one of the quarters on rental basis for setting up
of the Rehabilitation centre for the mentally and physically challenged children.

a. If given on rent, we will be ready to pay the rent as fixed by the University

b. The Trust will be take the repair and maintenance work required to convert the
quarters as the Rehabilitation centre.

c. We undertake that we will not be claiming any expenditure incurred for such
repair of the quarters while vacating it. ’

d. Trust hereby undertakes that, it will not be used anything other than the
Rehabilitation of the mentally and physically challenged children.
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e. we further states that we will not be charging any fee from any of the patients i.e.
whole treatment will be on charity basis and free.

f. The Trust hereby solemnly undertakes that. rented premise will be vacated and given
back on a three months’ notice as and when required for the University of Mysore.

So, we hereby request you to give one of the quarters on rental basis in the vicinity of AIISH
for establishing Rehabilitation /Therapy centre for a period of 2 years.
