AN 208 S – Practical studies in Advanced Biological Anthropology

Unit I:-


Detailed Study of Dermatoglyphic Characters and its applications in Human Populations. Bilaterd inked finger prints and palmar prints from atleast 15 individuals should be collected and analyzed for Dermatoglyphic characters by all the students.

Unit II:- 


The finger prints should be analyzed for pattern types after Galton and Henry, Finger, Ridge Counts, Total finger ridge count (TFRC), Absolute Finger Ridge count (AFRC) and pattern Intensity Index, Dankmeijer’s  index, Poll’s index, Furahata’s Index.

Unit III:-


Occurrence of Patterns in Palmar dermatoglyphic characters such as Tracing of Main lines, Main line index, a-b Ridgecount, atd angle, C-line polymorphism and occurrence of patterns in different configuartional areas etc.

Unit IV:- 


All the students should test at least 15 individually for taste sensitivity to Phenytlhiocarbamide(PTC) solutions; Secretor factor and for colour blindness.

The students will have to undertake research project in their area of specialization in Biological Anthropology. They will be assigned to various permanent faculty members of the Department under whose supervision they will carry out the research. AN 210 S: a) ANTHROPOLOGICAL STATISTICS

Unit 1.

Introduction to statistics; use of statistics in anthropological research.  Levels of measurement, nominal, ordinal, interval and radio scale. Fundamental concepts of population samples, variables, parameter and statistics frequency, proportions, percentages and ratios, Diagrammatical and Graphical representation of data, frequency data.

Measures of central tendency, mean, median and mode, measures of dispersion, range, interquartile range, range, 10-90 percentile range, standard deviation, standard Error, variance and co-efficient of variation moments-moment coefficients of skew ness and kurtosis.

Unit 2: 

Concept of probability properties and uses Bayes theorem normal, Binomial and possion distribution, sampling methods and sampling theory, confidence limits, level by significance and critical region-Type I and Type II errors.  Standard error of a statistics.

Testing of statistical hypothesis, single sample tests involving means proportion, two sample tests difference proportions, two sample tests difference between means and proportions.  Students ‘t’ test, Chi–square test, and F-test.

Unit 3:

 Introduction to non-parametric statistics wilcoxon-mann-white test, Kolomogrot smirhou one sample and two sample test.

Introduction to simple analysis of variance and two way analysis of variance kruskat wallis one way analysis of variance Friedman two way analysis of variance.

Unit 4:

Linear correlation and regression. Standard error of estimate. Tests of significance involving coefficients of linear correlation coefficient. Introduction to probit analysis and use in anthropological research.
