     Second f reedom
movement, the Mysore
Chalo agitat ion,  took
place after India attained
independence. Jayacha-
maraja Wadiyar, who was
the ruler of the Mysore

Kingdom then, did not ac-
cede to the people's de-

mands to join
with the rest of
the  Indian
d e m o c r a t i c
union.  Later,
following public
agitation, the
Maharaja was
forced to ac-
cede on Octo-
ber 24, 1947.
    Thanks to
the ers twhile
ru le  of
W a d i y a r s ,
people of old
Mysore prov-
ince were not
affected by the

insensitive British rule. But
patriotism prevailed till a
representative Government
was in place. This was the
las t  phase  of  f reedom
struggle, taken up to force
the Maharaja to establish a
responsible Government.
   The Congress gave a call
to the volunteers from all

parts of the princely State
to take out rallies, proces-
sions and jathas and gather
in Mysore in large numbers
from September 4, 1947.
Thousands  of  people
courted arrests. Students,
workers and others took
out processions. A high
school  s tudent ,
Ramaswamy, was killed
during this movement when
a Police officer fired at him.
The Circle at JLB Road-
Chama-raja Double Road
junction was later named
after him.
 A n o t h e r  b o y,
Chandrashekar, managed
t o  c l i m b  a t o p  t h e
Maharaja 's  Palace and
hoist the National Flag.
When public pressure in-
tensified and turned into
a massive movement, the
Maharaja relented and K
C Reddy became the first
Chief Minister of Mysore
State. He was in office
from October 25, 1947
to March 30, 1952.

   Port-Au-Prince,  (Reuters)-
A cholera epidemic in Haiti has
killed more than 250 people,
the government said today, but
it added the outbreak which
has sickened more than 3,000
may be stabilizing with fewer
deaths and new cases
reported over the last 24
hours.
  The accumulated deaths
since the cholera outbreak
began around a week ago in
the earthquake-ravaged
Caribbean nation stood at
253, while total cases were
3,015, mostly in central rural
regions straddling the
Artibonite river.
     The epidemic is the second
emergency to strike the
poorest country in the Western
Hemisphere this year. A
catastrophic January 12 quake
killed up to 300,000 people in
Haiti, which is only a two-hour
flight from the United States.

   Experts see Port-au-Prince’s
sprawling, squalid slums and

tent and tarpaulin camps
housing some 1.3 million
homeless quake survivors as
vulnerable to the cholera,
which is transmitted through
contaminated water and
food.
    ‘’We are planning for the
worst-case scenario here ...
we have to be ready for this,’’
United Nations humanitarian
spokeswoman in Haiti

Imogen Wall told Reuters. The
12,000-strong UN peace

keeping mission in Haiti
(MINUSTAH) is helping to
put up the cholera treatment
centers.
    French-speaking Haiti
shares the Caribbean island of
Hispaniola with Spanish-
speaking Dominican Republic.
While no cholera cases have
been reported on the
Dominican side, the
government there is taking

precautionary measures,
PAHO said.
    Haiti’s government and aid
agencies have rushed doctors,
nurses, medicines and clean
water supplies to the affected
central regions. Cholera
prevention information
campaigns and distribution of
hygienic materials had
intensified in the hilly, rubble-
strewn capital, where quake
survivor camps fill squares,
streets, parks and even a golf
course.
     Haitian Health Minister
Alex Larsen has urged people
to wash hands with soap, not
eat raw vegetables, boil all
food and drinking water and
avoid bathing in and drinking
from rivers.  Haiti is due to
hold presidential and legislative
elections on November 28 but
it is not clear whether the
epidemic could threaten the
organization of the vote.

   Vijayawada, Oct 24

In the same
year, He also won the
prestigious Asian
Championship’s Gold
medal, which was held in
New Delhi.

In 2006, Lenin won Silver
medal at Asian Grand Pix,
held in Bangkok. In 2007, he
participated in the European
Grand Pix in Germany. Later
in 2007 he won world Cup at
Korea. In 2010 in South
Asian Grand Pix in Myanmar,
he won Bronze medal.

He started participating in
Archery events at the age of
10 but unfortunately, by 16

years, destiny ended his career
in a form of a road accident.

 Family members told UNI
that initially, he was fond of
football later on the advice of
his father Ch Satyanarayana,
Lenin shifted to archery.

As National coach, he
trained more than 250 archers
and international archer Mangal

Singh was among
his disciples. Eight
of his trainees are
participating in the
international and
national events.

His trainees
Ch Jignas and M
R i s h i t h a

Chattergee have won many
medals in national archery
events including Silver medals
in the recently held National
Games.

Recognising his talent in the
world of Archery, the railways
gave him a job under sports
quota in 2007 in Vijayawada.

His father Ch
Satyanarayana who was also
an archer, established an Ar-
chery institute on his
daughter’s name ''Volga Ar-
chery Academy'' in the city.
Lenin’s sister died five years
ago in a mishap.

The funeral took place here
this evening amid a pall of
gloom descending the area.
