It is submitted that an Original Suit vide O0.S. No. 769/2013 before the
Hon'ble III Addl. Civil Judge & JMFC, Mysuru had come to be filed by the
Karnataka State Bharath Scouts & Guides, Mysore against the University of
Mysore praying for a decree of declaration to declare the act of University dated
17.04.2013 in interfering with the suit schedule property as illegal along with a
decree of permanent injunction to restrain the University from interference with
title or physical possession of the suit schedule property. The suit schedule
property is the vacant land situated to the north of Crawford hall measuring an
area of 24866.8299 5q. Mts.

It is submitted that the Hon'ble IIT Addl. Civil Judge & JMFC, Mysuru had
passed an order datéd 15.12.2021 on the preliminary issue in the said
original suit bearing No. 769/2013 to the miscarriage of justice to the
Defendant - University of Mysore. Having so gravely aggrieved, the University
has presented an appeal directing against the said order of the learned trial
court in Civil Revision Petition No. 139/2022 before the Hon’ble High Court of
Karnataka at Bengaluru. Vakalathnama did come to be duly executed in favour

of Sri P.N.Manmohan, Empanelied Advocate, Bengaluru for effective contest.

It is submitted that the matter has been vehemently moved before the
Hon’ble Court by Sri P.N.Manmohan, on which account, an interim order of stay
dated 08.04.2022 has been granted by the Hon’ble Court in favour of the
Appellant - University staying further proceedings by the Iéarned trial court in
O.S. No. 769/2013. Consequent upon this development, Sri P.N.Manmohan had
claimed a professional fee and miscellaneous Expenses of Rs. 25,000/- towards
securing an interim relief to the University. The bill so raised was duly honoured
by the University vide U.O. No. WPC/356/2022-23 dated 17.05.2022.
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It is in furtherance submitted that, eventually, Sri P.N.Manmohan by a
pre-receipted bill bearing No. 377/2023-24 dated 04.03.2024 had claimed an
amount of Rs. 1,00,000/- (one lakh only) towards extending his legal services
to the University of Mysore in relation to the referred Civil Revision Petition
which is preferred by the University itself. The particulars of the bill so raised

Preamble:

Whereas the captioned Regular Appeal bearing No. 122 of 2023 was filed by
Cosmopolitan Club against the University of Mysore in the court of The Principal Senior Civil
Judge and C.J.M at Mysuru challenging the order dated 17.04.2023 passed in Original Suit

bearing No. 1395 of 2011, wherein the Plaintiff club had instituted the suit praying for
permanent injunction against the Defendant University with directions to the Defendant
to not to cause any interference with the Plaintiff's peaceful possession and enjoyment of
suit schedule property. The suit schedule property is none other than the Yuvaraja's /
Maharaja’s College Basket Ball ground abutting the oval grounds (measuring 3510 5q.

Mts.).

The suit was contested vehemently by both the parties. Upon hot contest and
tough resistance by and between the parties for about 12 years, the Hon'ble Court was
pleased to DISMISS the Original Suit vide its Judgment & Decree dated 17.04.2023.

Pursuant to Dismissal of the Original Suit, Sri P.D.Medappa, the learned counsel
appearing for the University had raised the professional bill of Rs. 50,000/- towards the
conduct of the said suit. However, the provision available with the University was to
make payment only to an extent of Rs. 10,000/~ for cases of this nature. Notwithstanding
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this constraint contained in University order dated 22.06.2020 and taking note of the
salient features of the matter, the University had taken a practical view to approve the
bill raised by Sri P.D.Medappa for the amount quoted therein. Accordingly, the University
passed an order dated 03.08.2022 according sanction for the payment of Rs. 50,000/- in
favour of Sri P.D.Medappa in lieu of his legal services. This action of the University has
also been ratified by the Syndicate as just and proper at its meeting heid on 20.10.2022.

Thereafter, Cosmopolitan Club (R)., Mysuru filed the captioned appeal against the
Judgment & Decree dated 17.04.2023 passed in the Original Suit in RA. No. 122/2023
before the Hon'ble Principal Senior Civil Judge & CJM at Mysuru. The Appeal was also
contested vehemently by both Appellant-Club as well as the Respondent - University.
The Appeal turned out to be a matter of prestige for the University. Safeguard of the suit
schedule property became evident at all costs. Sri P.D.Medappa, learned counsel
contesting the appeal for this University has left no stone unturned to vehemently
counter and rebut the contentions of the Appellant. As a result of effective
representation by Sri P.D.Medappa, the Hon'ble Court, vide its Judgment & Decree dated
05.10.2023 has been pleased to DISMISS the Reguiar Appeal with costs and CONFIRM
the Judgment & Decree passed in the Original Suit.

Upon DISMISSAL of the Reguiar Appeal, Sri P.D.Medappa has at the instance
raised a bill of Rs. 50,000/- towards the professional fee in lieu of extending his legal
services. Needless to say, the University is again constrained with the provisions of
University order dated 22.06.2020, which specifies that the fees permissible for cases of
this nature is to an extent of Rs. 10,000/- only. Nonetheless, it is evident from the court
proceedings that Sri P.D.Medappa deserves way more than the prescribed amount on
account of exemplary services rendered by him in causing the Appeal to be DISMISSED
in a short time span of just 03 months and 25 days. In view of extracrdinary efforts
undertaken to safeguard the suit schedule property, the University felt that the claims of
Sri P.D.Medappa for an amount of Rs. 50,000/~ as professional fee is rational, just and
proper.

University taking note of all facts and the quantifiable value of the plaint schedule
property, its locational prominence, the duty of the University in encouraging students’
zeal for basketball, necessity to safeguard the interest of University towards an asset that
has been in absolute possession and ownership of the University since several decades
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and the instant case is incomparable to any other general civil cases that are referred to
in the University Order mentioned supra. Wherefore, the University having considered

this case an extraordinary one, it is pleased to pass the following order;

It is submitted that the Cosmepolitan Club (R)., Mysuru nhad instituted an
Original Suit bearing No. 1395/2011 before the Hon'ble I Add!. Civil Judge and
JMFC at Mysuru way back during the year 2011. The Plaintiff club had instituted
the suit praying for permanent injunction against the Defendant University with
directions to the Defendant to not to cause any interference with the Plaintiff’s
peaceful possession and enjoyment of suit schedule property. The suit schedule
property.was the Yuvaraja's / Maharaja’s College Basket Ball ground abutting

the oval grounds measuring an area of 3510 Sqg. Mts.

t is submitted that the original suit was contested vehemently by both
the parties and upon hot contest and tough resistance by and between the
parties for about 12 years, the Ho.n’ble Court was pleased to DISMISS the
Original Suit vide its Judgment & Decree dated 17.04.2023.

It is submitted that pursuant to Dismissai of the Original Suit,
Sri P.D.Medappa, the learned counsel Who appeared for the University had
raised the professional bill of Rs. 50,000/~ towards the conduct of the said suit.
However, the provision available with the University was to make payment only
to an extent of Rs. 10,000/- for cases of this nature. Netwithstanding this
constraint contained in Uriversity order dated 22.06.2020 and taking note of
the salient features of the matter, the University had taken a practical view to
approve the bill rais_ed by Sri P.D.Medappa for the amount quoted therein.
Accordingly, the University passed an order dated 032.08.2022 according
sanction for the payment of Rs. 50,000/~ in favour of Sri P.D.Medappa in lieu of
his legal services. This acticn of the University has also been ratified by the
Syndicate as just and proper at its meeting held on 20.10.2022.
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It is submitted that, eventually, it was the case of Cosmopolitan Club
(R)., Mysuru to present an appeal against the Judgment & Decree dated
17.04.2023 passed in the Original Suit in R.A. No. 122/2023 before the Hon'ble
Principal Senior Civil Judge & CIM at Mysuru. The Appeal was also contested
vehemently by both Appellant-Club as well as the Respondent - University. The
Appeal turned out to be a matter of prestige for the University. Safeguard of the
suit schedule property became evident at all costs. Sri P.D.Medappa, learned
counsel contesting the appeal for this University has left no stone unturned to
vehemently counter and rebut the contentions of the Appellant. As a result of
effective representation by Sri P.D.Medappa, the Hon'’ble Court, vide its
Judgment & Decree dated 05.10.2023 has been pleased to DISMISS the
Regular Appeal with costs and CONFIRM the Judgment & Decree passed in the
Original Suit.

It is submitted that, upon DISMISSAL of the Regular Appeal,
Sri P.D.Medappa had raised a bill of Rs. 50,000/- towards the professional fee in
lieu of extending his legal services.

12.03.2024. Accordingly, anticipating the approval of the Syndicate, the
University has passed an order bearing No. WPC/223/2003-04 dated
03.06.2024 according permission to make payment of Rs. 50,000/~ (fifty
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thousand only) in favour Sri P.D.Medappa in lieu of his professional fees in

Preamble:

Whereas the captioned Civil Revision Petition bearing No. 139/2022 has been
filed by the University of Mysore against the Karnataka State Bharath Scouts & Guides,
Mysore. The University of Mysore having aggrieved by the order of the 1l Addl. Civil
Judge & JMFC, Mysuru dated 15.12.2021 passed on the preliminary issue in O.S. No.
769/2013, the University has presented an appeal directing against the said order of the
learned trial court in Civil Revision Petition No. 139/2022 before the Hon’ble High Court
of Karnataka. The O.S. No. 769/2013 had been filed by Karnataka State Bharath Scouts &
Guides, Mysore against the University of Mysore praying for a decree of declaration to
declare the act of University dated 17.04.2013 in interfering with the suit schedule
propesty as illegal along with a decree of permanent injunction to restrain the University
from interference with title or physical possession of the suit schedule property. The suit
schedule property is none other than the vacant land situated to the north of Crawford
hall measuring an area of 24866.8299 Sq. Mts.

The University had appointed its standing counsel Sri P.N.Manmohan to contest
the Civil Revision Petition filed before the Hon’ble High Court in its favour. The matter
has been vehemently moved before the Hon’ble Court by the learned counsel, on which
account, an interim order of stay dated 08.04.2022 has been granted by the Hon’ble
Court in favour of the Appellant — University staying further proceedings by the learned

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trial court in O.S. No. 769/2013. At present the matter is still pending consideration
before the Hon’ble High Court of Karnataka.

Pursuant to the interim order, Sri Manmohan P.N, the learned counsel appearing
for the University had raised an initial professional fee of Rs. 1,00,000/- towards the
conduct of the said petition. However, the provision available with the University was to
make payment only to an extent cf Rs. 20,000/- for cases of this nature.
Notwithstanding this constraint contained in University order dated 22.06.2020 and
taking note of the salient features of the matter, the University had taken a practical
view to approve the bill raised by Sri Manmohan P.N for the amount quoted therein.
The captioned petition is a matter of pre-tige for the University and it is utmost duty of
the University to safeguard the suit schedule property at any costs. In view of the efforts
undertaken by the learned counsel in securing the interim order of stay, the University
felt that the claims of Sri Manmohan P.N. or an amount of Rs. 1,00,000/- as initial
professional fee is rational, just and proper.

University taking note of all facts and the quantifiable value of the plaint
schedule property, its locational prominence, necessity to safeguard the interest of
University towards an asset, where the niversity is the absolute owner since several
decades and the instant case is incomparable tc any cther general civil cases that are
referred to in the University Order mentioned supra. Wherefore, the University having
considered this case an extraordinary one, it is pleased to pass the following order;

ORDER NO. WPC/356/2022-22 DATED 03" DAY OF JUNE , 2024

Pursuant to the approval of the Hon’ble Vice-Chancellor and pending approval of the
University Syndicate, sanction is accorded for th:e payment of Rs.1,00,000/- (Rupees One Lakh
only) as special fee to Sri Manmoha P.N, Usiversity Advocate, High Court of Karnataka,
Bengaluru towards the initial professional fee and other charges in conducting the Civil Revision
Petition bearing No. 139 of 2022 filed by University of Mysore against Karnataka State Bharat
Scouts and Guides in the High Court of Karnataka, at Bengaluru.

The expenditure to be incurred in this regard shall be met out from the grants earmarked

under the annual budget head ‘123-Legal Expenses’ for the year 2024-25.

“GUIDELINES FOR GENERAL DEVELOPMENT ASSISTANCE TO
CENTRAL, DEEMED AND STATE UNIVERSITIES DURING XiI PLAN”(Extract)
a. Visiting Frofessor:
1. A Visiting Professor should be an eminent scholar in his/her field. Generally a
person who has held or is holding the post of Professor or a person who has
achieved distinction outside the university sector, should be considered for
appointment as Visiting Frofessor.
2. The maximum tenure of appointment of a Visiting Professor is two years and the
minimum - not less than three months. The university may appoint a person up to
the age of 70 years as a Visiting Professor.
3. A Professor should not be appointed as a Visiting Professor in the same university
in which he/ she holds a postimmediately before or after superannuation.
4. If a superannuated person is appointed as a visiting professor, the honorarium
payable should not exceedRs.15,000/- p.m. excluding any superannuation benefits.
5. A person appointed as Visiting Professor from outside the country may be paid an
honorarium of up to Rs.20,000/-p.m.
6. In case a person serving in an Indian University is appointed as visiting professor
the honorarium payable should be determined on the basis of salary plus 10% of the
basic pay plus dearness allowance, and other allowances, if any admissible ( except
conveyance allowance, if any) as per the rates of the parent university. The receiving
university would also contribute towards pensionary benefits or CPF/GPF as per
usual rules.
7. It is expected that when:a-serving person is appointed as Visiting Professor, the
parentuniversity would give: ‘him/her duty leave without pay.
8. If a person worklng abroad on a permanent basis is invited as a Visiting Professor,
the university may meet the‘cost of international air travel from its own resources.
Visiting - Professors -appointed may be paid travel expenses within india i
accordance with the rules of the un'vérsrty
9. Guest Mouse accommodation is expected to be provided free of charge by the
-host umversrty, but foed charges would be paid for by the Vlsmng Professor.

b. Visiting Fellow:

1. A Visiting Feliow should be a scholar of eminence in his/her subject.
Superannuated persons up to the age of 70 years may also be considered for
appointment as Visiting Fellow. The minimum tenure of.a Visiting Fellow should not
be less than a week and maximum - up to three months.

2. The Visiting Fellow may be paid daily allowance not exceeding Rs.800/- per day
for visits up to one month. For visits beyond one month, the rate may be as in the
case of Visiting Professor.

3. Travel expenses may be met In accordance with the rules of the university,

4.1t is expected that the parent institution will grant academic leave with pay and
usual allowance for the duration of the appointment as Visiting Fellow.

5. The host University would provide accommodation to the Visiting Fellow in the
University Guest House free of charge, but food charges would be paid by the
Visiting Fellow.

6. The same person may not be invited as Visiting Fellow more than once in a year
in the same University, but the period of 3 months can be spilt up as desired by the
University within the period of one year.
