The B.A (Honours) course was started in Maharaja's College in the 1930s. The legacy was handed
down by British teachers such as J.E. Rollo and W.G. Eagleton to their Indian counterparts, B.M.
Shrikantaiah, A.N. Moorthy Rao, S.V. Ranganna, and C.D. Narasimhaiah.

The M.A, which began at Maharaja's College, was eventually moved to the verdant Manasagangotri
campus. Prof. C.D. Narasimhaiah headed the Deparnnent for nearly three decades, he was
succeeded by Prof. H.H. Annaiah Gowda, Prof. Polanki Ramamoorthy, Prof. U.R. Ananthmurthy,
Prof. D.A. Shankar, Prof. B. Damodar Rao, Prof. K.C. Belliappa, and Prof. B.K. Banker among other
luminaries.

Ravichandra has won the prestigious Northrop Frye Award in 1992.
